When are application deadlines? Different decisions: Early Action, Binding, Early Decision, Regular Decision, Rolling?
Nov 1* for Early Action, non-binding. Nov 1* FIRM deadline for Nursing, Veterinary Technology, Veterinary
Technician. With the exception of those listed above Purdue will accept applications until Feb 1*

Is an essay required for all decision options? Essay on the Common App and “Why Purdue,” statement.

Are letters of Recommendation required or suggested? Highly recommended, especially for Honors College,
Scholarships and highly competitive programs.

Is an in-person interview required or suggested? Possible but not required.

What does the school look for in each “round” of decisions? Holistic in approach and look for required course work
from HS, overall GPA as well as core GPA, strong grades related to chosen major, SAT/ACT, trends in achievement,
recommendation from HS counselor.
